A one with a hundred zeros after it is called a Googol.  In the late 1930s, a mathematician 

named Dr. Edward Kasner wrote down this number.  He didn’t know what to call it, so he asked 

his nine-year-old nephew, Milton, to give it a name.  Milton called it a GOOGOL – so on that 

day, a googol was born.
