Every year, students are considered for Talented and 
Gifted services in Beaverton School District.  These 
services are provided by your child's classroom teacher(s). 
 If you think your child might qualify, you may wish to 
complete the Parent Information Form which is available in 
our school's office.  Completing the form gives our school 
TAG committee more information about your child, but is 
not required.  All qualified students will be considered 
regardless of completion of this form. 
 
Oregon law and District policy define gifted students as 
those who score at or above the 97th percentile on a 
standardized, nationally normed test of mental ability or 
academic achievement.  Behavioral, learning, and/or 
performance information is also considered before a 
student is identified for TAG services.  The Parent 
Information Form must be completed and returned to our 
school's TAG Facilitators, Linda Anderson and Dave 
Robinson, or the school's office. 
 

Beaverton School District's Time Study 
Project Team Investigates Making the Most of 
Every Minute in the Classroom 
 
Oregon has one of the shortest school years in the 
nation.  As the state struggles with funding issues 
that impact the length of the school year, Beaverton 
is taking the lead to examine the use of instructional 
time and how it can best be used to maximize 
student achievement.   
 
A team of parents, students, business leaders, school 
board members and District staff are part of a multi-
year project to study the District's current school 
schedules and develop proposals that meet student 
achievement goals and the training and collaboration 
needs of our teachers. The team received important 
input last year when 200 participants from across 
the District and community were asked for their 
perceptions regarding how time is currently used in 
our school and suggested solutions for improvement. 
All focus groups identified too little time for 
instruction as an issue worth exploring and 
remedying. 
 
All options including year-round school, early 
release/late start, summer school and ways to 
increase time for staff training and collaboration will 
be examined. Other factors to be considered are 
facility use, transportation needs, budget impacts 
and community input.  There will be opportunities for 
additional parent and community feedback as the 
process continues.
