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HOW THE JOG-A-THON WORKS 

  
Our big fundraiser this year is our 3rd annual jog-a-thon, 
scheduled for Thursday, October 8th.  Here’s an 
explanation of how it will work and how you can help! 
  
1. Kids collect pledges from family and friends.  (Do 
not turn in your envelope until the Jog-a-thon has been 
held and you have collected your pledges!)  To fund all 
our cool extracurricular activities this year (like Art 
Literacy, Science Fair, Art Festival, Ice Cream Social, 
etc), we need to raise $16,000. This is a fundraising goal 
of about $25-$30 per child.  This is not enough to cover 
our entire budget, but we hope to receive about $5,000 
additional from the Entertainment Book sales. 
 
2. On Thursday, October 8th, all kids will participate 
in the Jog-a-thon during Specials’ time throughout the 
day.  Everyone will have the opportunity to run/walk to 
show his or her school pride.  Kids, wear your comfy 
clothes and your tennis shoes so that it is comfortable for 
you to walk or run. Show your school spirit and wear 
school colors (red/black)!
